Thank you for your application for the Teacher Education Professional Diploma TEPD (2018 entry) and congratulations
on meeting all the MoE criteria for selection. We are pleased to be able to offer you an opportunity to take part in the
final selection process. The purpose of the selection process is for you to demonstrate your suitability for the Diploma
and for the teaching profession. The selection process is carried out by Teacher Educators working on either the Early
Grades (EGs) TEPD or subject based Teacher Educators working on the 4- 12 TEPD. The selection process consists of
three separate tasks:

e A written task. You will be provided with a question based on an education issue relevant to your subject area.
For example, if you are an applicant for the Grade 4- 12 math teacher TEPD your question will focus on math;
EGs applicants will be given a question relevant to EGs classrooms. You will be required to complete a written
response to the question. When we judge this task, we will be looking for:

- your knowledge of education and your knowledge of your chosen subject area;

- your understanding of the role of a teacher in your subject area;

- your ability to communicate effectively and accurately in Arabic and \ or English (applicants for the English
TEPD must write in English);

- the quality of your thinking and ability to be reflective.

e An observed teaching task. You are asked to prepare a 7-minute activity based on a focused area of learning
relevant to your chosen subject area. For example,
EGs applicants should prepare an activity for Grades 1- 3;
4 — 12 applicants (science, mathematics, Arabic) should prepare activity on the subject they applied for.
4 — 12 applicants for English must deliver their English activity in English.

You need to be well prepared to teach this area of learning to a group of approximately 5 other applicants.

When you teach your activity the applicant group will take on the role of being pupils in your subject area. We

encourage you to bring visual aids and/ or other materials relevant to your activity to support your teaching

and to actively involve the group of learners. The Teacher Educators will observe your teaching and will be

looking for:

- your level of preparation for the task and the quality of the materials;

- your ability to interact with the other applicants; to ask questions and respond to answers;

- how well you explain the task and provide any follow up explanation using as necessary appropriate visual
aids.

When you are in the pupil role, the Teacher Educators will be looking for how well you contribute to the session
in a supportive manner and how well you interact with the other applicants in the group.

e Aninterview. You will be formally interviewed by a member of the Teacher Educator team. The questions they
will ask will focus on the role of the teacher in your chosen subject area, your commitment to the TEPD and
being a teacher. They will want you to demonstrate appropriate professional qualities and attitudes that will
be expected of a teacher.
